TO THE PROSECUTING ATTORNEY IN THE ABOVE REFERENCED CASE:
Pursuant to California Penal Code §1054 et. seq. and §19.7, I, the above referenced defendant, hereby request that you provide disclosure of the following:
1. Any and all relevant documentation pertaining to the above referenced Notice to Appear including statements of witnesses; notes, diagrams, or other memoranda made by the citing officer at the scene of the incident or any time thereafter; and any other relevant information whether recorded on paper or any other medium of information storage.
2. A copy of both sides of the officer’s copy of the above-referenced Notice to Appear.
3. A copy of the officer’s daily log from the day in question.
4. A copy of any documentary evidence to be introduced at trial.

5. The names and addresses of all prosecution witnesses who will testify at trial.
6. The method by which the defendant’s speed was determined.
7. If an electronic device was used:

a. The name, model, and serial number of the device used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear.

b. A copy of the citing officer’s training and certification records pertaining to the operation of any speed measuring device used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle in the above referenced Notice to Appear, whether RADAR or LIDAR or other device, including title and description of the course, name and location of training facility, certificate of completion, and the dates the training was conducted including hours of training completed on each training day.
c. A description of any continuing or refresher training, or field training, used to augment or maintain the above referenced training and certification.

d. A copy of the departmental operating or procedures manual used for the training and/or operation of the speed measurement device(s) used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle in the above referenced Notice to Appear.
e. Copies of the maintenance, certification, and calibration records, for the last three years, of the speed-measuring device that was used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear.
f. A description of any calibration procedures performed on the day of 14 May 2009 on the speed measuring device used in the above referenced notice to appear prior to the time the citation was issued.

g. Detailed information on how the speed measurement device was being used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear, including (at a minimum) the following:
(1) The RADAR or LIDAR beam width, measured in degrees, which was pointing at the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear.

(2) The distance between the speed measurement device and the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear during the period of time when the speed was measured.

(3) The time (in seconds) used to ascertain the speed of the vehicle described in the above-referenced Notice to Appear.
h. A copy of the portion of the RADAR or LIDAR unit’s manufacturer operator manual relating to field use and operation.
i. A copy of the Federal Communications Commission license authorizing the issuing police agency and operator of the speed-measuring device (RADAR, LIDAR, or other device) to lawfully operate the device on a specific frequency and/or range of frequencies.
j. A copy of the memorandum or authorization letter, providing the assent of the county sheriff for the CHP to operate RADAR and/or LIDAR devices in his jurisdiction.

8. Whether or not aircraft were used to aid in spotting the defendant.  If aircraft were used:

a. The name and address of the pilot and any other personnel onboard the aircraft.

b. How the personnel onboard the aircraft determined the defendant’s speed.

c. The time the personnel onboard the aircraft initially spotted the defendant, and the time when the ground car was radioed.

d. A copy of the aircraft officer’s daily log.

9. A description of the physical location of the officer at the moment he initially sighted the defendant and the officer’s approximate speed at that time.

10. A description of:

a. When the vehicle was visually sighted by the officer;

b. When the speed of the vehicle was captured by the speed measurement device; and

c. The sequence and time elapsed between these the two events.
11. The number of traffic citations issued by the citing officer in the above referenced Notice to Appear on 14 May 2009, the make and model of vehicles involved in the citations, and the race/ethnicity and age of the cited drivers.

Pursuant to California Penal Code §1054.5(b), I require that these records to be delivered to the address above within fifteen (15) days counting from December 9th, 2009, the first business day after the preparation and mailing of this request; the due date for response to this request is therefore Thursday, December 24th, 2009.
